With the blessings of His Eminence Archbishop Demetrios, Geron of America, Exarch
of the Ecumenical Patriarchate, the Order of Saint Andrew the Apostle, Archons of
the Ecumenical Patriarchate in America hosted The Third International Conference
on Religious Freedom: “The Persecution of Christians in the Holy Lands and the
Middle East: Consequences and Solutions” held in Washington, D.C. This conference,
under the chairmanship of Archon Mike Manatos, was an extraordinary, historic and
watershed event, just as the first and second religious freedom conferences were
in November 2010 at the European Parliament in Brussels, Belgium and December
2013 in Berlin, Germany.

Open Doors USA, the California-based non-profit that has tracked Christian
persecution for the past 25 years, points out that millions of Christians face
interrogation, arrest, torture, and/or death because of their religious convictions and
cultural or ethnic identification. The U.S. State Department reports that Christians
face persecution in more than 60 countries with Pew Research noting that between
2007 and 2014, Christians have been targeted for harassment in more countries than
any other religious group.

The 3rd Conference was a direct response to Pope Francis and Ecumenical Patriarch
Bartholomew who expressed their “shared profound concern for the situation
of Christians in the Middle East and for their right to remain full citizens of their
homelands.”

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SENATOR RUBIO URGES HELP FOR DISPLACED MIDDLE EAST CHRISTIANS

Sen. Marco Rubio emphasized that with the
increasing persecution of Christians in the
Middle East, complacency with the current
situation is not an option for the United Sta-
tes.

“We must move on with a sense of ur-
gency,” the Republican senator from Florida,
who serves as Chairman of the Senate Fo-
reign Relations Committee’s Human Rights
Subcommittee and as Helsinki Commission
Commissioner.

“Will we stand with our persecuted bro-
thers and sisters in the hour of their suffe-
ring? | pray the answer is yes,” said the se-
nator.

“The issue of international religious free-
dom is deeply personal to me, and some-
thing that | have dedicated much of my time
advancing since first joining the Senate,
he said, adding that religious freedom is at
the center of America’s own experiment in
self-governance.

Rubio noted that violations of religious

freedom occur daily around the globe at the
hands of state and non-state actors alike.
“No faith and no region are untouched, but
it is the persecution of Christians which has
reached staggering levels”

He pointed out that in 2015 alone it is
estimated that more than 7,000 Christians
died for their faith with this figure not inclu-
ding the millions more who were attacked,
imprisoned, forcibly displaced or otherwise
harmed.

While noting that numerically there has
been a precipitous decline in the Christian
population throughout the Middle East that
predates ISIS, Rubio emphasized that this
decline will not end with the eventual mili-
tary defeat of ISIS.

“The full measure of human suffering
exacted against these innocent people of fai-
th remains truly incalculable. As it relates to
ISIS atrocities, they have rightly been called
genocide by the Obama administration and
also the Trump administration,” Rubio said.

“But words alone are hollow unless action
follows and we must be moved to action to
preserve the very cradle of our faith.”

“If the United States fails to take mea-
ningful steps to support these communities,
including ensuring their access to humanita-
rian assistance and resources they need to
rebuild, even more of them will be forced to
abandon their ancient homeland.”

Rubio said he appreciated Vice President
Mike Pence’s “personal commitment to this
issue,” noting that the vice president will tra-
vel to the region later this month “in part to
draw attention to the plight of persecuted
Christians and religious minorities across
the Middle East.”

‘As we in the West encounter the bold
and unapologetic faith of believers dwelling
in lands where their identity as Christians
makes them susceptible to displacement, at-
tack, persecution and even death, we can't
help but wonder at their courage and stead-
fastness,” Rubio added.

The chairman of the U.S. House Foreign Affairs Commit-
tee expressed concern over “oppressive tactics that im-
pede freedom” for Orthodox Christian believers within
Turkey, as well as the 300 million Orthodox believers
around the world.

Rep. Ed Royce, R-California, speaking at the closing
session of the Third Archon International Conference on
Religious Freedom held in Washington, emphasized that
there “must be change and it must be now. | have met
with the Ecumenical Patriarch (His All-Holiness Bartho-
lomew) and there is no one more willing to engage with
Turkish leaders and the community to promote peace,
tolerance, and inter-faith dialogue.”

The three-day conference, attended by some 250
people, was sponsored by the Order of Saint Andrew the
Apostle, Archons of the Ecumenical Patriarchate. Ses-
sions were held at various venues in Washington, D.C.
The closing event was held at the U.S. Institute for Peace.

“Last week, we marked the Feast Day of Apostle St.
Andrew, who in the first century A.D. courageously and
freely shared his religious beliefs, leading thousands
into the faith and establishing the Ecumenical Patriar-
chate in Byzantium -- Istanbul in modern day Turkey,”
the congressman noted. “It is a tragedy today’s inheri-
tors of this great legacy are so thoroughly constrained in
the practice of their beliefs. The Turkish government has
placed many regulations that prevent the free election
of their religious leaders.”



Rep. Royce also pointed out these issues

facing Christianity in Turkey;

«  Orthodox churches and properties
have been confiscated and vanda-
lized, left to ruin, or converted into
mosques, museums and even casi-
nos.

+  Religious icons have been destro-
yed or sold on the black market.

«  The lack of official legal status has
meant that the church cannot raise
and manage funds to maintain its
properties.

« lIts priests who cannot obtain legal
residency must rely on tourist visas,
which must be frequently renewed
in order to serve the church in Tur-
key.

« The Ecumenical Patriarchate has
also been unable to train its own
clergy in Turkey, as the only Ortho-
dox seminary in the country located
on the island of Halki has remained
closed for more than 40 years.

“There must be change and it must be

now,” Royce added. “Yet he needs our help.
At every opportunity | have pressed Turkish
leaders to lift these onerous restrictions and
restore religious liberty to Orthodox belie-

vers.” Royce said he has asked the Secretary
of State to use all his diplomatic leverage to
press Turkish leaders to abandon plans to
convert Hagia Sophia into an operational
mosque.

In his talk, Royce also stressed the Uni-
ted States has a special responsibility to lead
the world to put a stop to mass genocide
against Christianity in the Middle East, ad-
ding there is a rising tide of persecution in
the region resulting in a dramatic decrease
in the Christian population.

“We have witnessed that cruelty by the
hands of ISIS fighters, who over the past few
years have conducted a targeted campaign
of genocide against Christian believers,” Roy-
ce said. “These terrorists have even coerced
children to carry out their atrocities, in a
twisted attempt to corrupt future genera-
tions with their warped ideology. In the face
of such atrocity, we must speak out and we
must act.”

Royce recently held a hearing on what
he termed the “dire situation” confronting
Christians in Iraq and Syria. One of those
who appeared at the congressional hearing
was a Christian sister who testified that ISIS’
brutality was “cultural and human genocide,”
adding that the only Christians that remain

in the Plain of Ninevah are those who are
held as hostages.

Royce closed his presentation with a
quote from Saint Andrew the Apostle, “Love
is acceptance.,” adding, “let that be a guiding
principle for us all as we redouble our efforts
to end religious persecution in all its overt
and subtle forms, as we honor the legacy
of those first church leaders by promising
freedom of religion for all oppressed people
around the world.”

Also speaking at the closing session
were His Eminence Archbishop Demetrios,
head of the Greek Orthodox Church in Ame-
rica, and Dr. Anthony J. Limberakis, National
Commander of the Order of Saint Andrew
the Apostle.

The Archbishop said despite the dire si-
tuation in the Holy Lands and Middle East
that Christianity “will prevail with a terrific
weapon -- truth and love of life. Everything
is possible for those who believe”

Dr. Limberakis also stressed the need for
“more urgent conversations on Christianity
in the lands of its birth and growth,” adding
that “our inspiration is to forge ahead with
our mission until the darkness of hate and
prejudice fails.” 3§

“This is a major problem that needs interna-
tional attention,” warned Dr. Anthony J. Limbe-
rakis, National commander of the Archons of
the Ecumenical Patriarchate of Constantinople,
adding that the issue centers on property ow-
nership and efforts to confiscate much land.

“We are not picking a fight but are rather
trying to save Israel from being pushed into
a self-damaging position by extremists,” said
Archon Patrick N. Theros, an expert on Middle
East affairs. He served in the U.S. Foreign Ser-
vice for 36 years including as ambassador to
Qatar and as director of the State Department’s
counterterrorism office. Theros also represents
the Greek Orthodox Patriarchate of Jerusalem,
headed by Patriarch Theophilos IlI, in the United
States.

The Patriarchate of Jerusalem and all the
other churches in the Holy Land depend on the
real estate holdings for their existence and to
support missions.

Government institutions, however, hold
very cheap long-term leases on properties ob-
tained from the Churches in the early days of
the State of Israel. Now the Churches want fair
market value but instead are facing new legis-
lation that with slight amendment could let the

government confiscate the leased properties.

“On a separate track an extremist organiza-
tion, Ateret Cohanim, is trying to grab church
property in the Old City by all means fair and
foul as part of an attempt to drive out the
non-Jewish populations,” Theros noted. Ateret
Cohanim is considered an extremist Israeli sett-
ler organization with a history of securing East
Jerusalem properties and then harassing the
Christian and Muslim neighbors. The organiza-
tion fraudulently obtained a power of attorney
from the then Patriarch Irineos and used the
document to secure 198-year leases of five va-
luable pieces of properties around Jerusalem'’s
Jaffa Gate, the primary entrance to the Christian
holy sites.

Israeli Journalists discovered the fraud and
Jerusalem’s Holy Synod went to court to nullify
the leases. Ateret Cohanim, however, delayed
the court process for twelve years until a sym-
pathetic judge heard the case. That judge ruled

against the church, ignoring evidence that the
leases had been obtained through fraud. The
Patriarchate has appealed. There is concern if

the Church loses the appeal that Ateret Coha-

nim would continue past practices, using the
Jaffa Gate properties to make it impossible for
Christian clergy, worshippers and pilgrims to
access Holy Sites.

Theros believes there is little doubt that the
Israeli government disapproves of the proposed
legislation to confiscate the leased properties
but explains that the government depends on
a seven-party coalition and that one defection
would bring it down. The forty cosponsors of
the bill belong to several coalition parties.

“Equally worrisome, the Israeli government
has rarely disciplined Ateret Cohanim, seeing it
as a useful tool to prevent Palestinian access to
any part of Jerusalem,” Theros added.

Allthe Churchesin Jerusalem, unified for the
first time in hundreds of years, denounced both
the proposed legislation and the Jaffa Gate case

and are demanding that the government resto-

re the rule of law. The Heads of Churches and
Patriarchs of Jerusalem, under the leadership of
Patriarch Theophilos, are rallying the worldwide

leadership of Christianity. Patriarch Theophi-

los has already visited the Vatican, Canterbury,
Constantinople and Moscow, all of which have
made it clear that they find the Israeli action an

unacceptable threat to the Christian presence
in Jerusalem.

The land issue goes back decades. The Jewi-

sh National Fund and other Israeli Institutions
hold long-term leases of vast tracts of Church

property in Israel, Occupied Territories, Jeru-

salem and Gaza. In Rehavia, one west Jerusalem

property leased from the Greek Orthodox Pa-

triarchate, the Jewish National Fund subleased

land to the Jewish State and private developers.

M landed on the tiny island of Lesbos

since the crisis began in 2015, and
thousands of those have been rescued by
Greek fishermen from rickety boats, rubber
rafts, and capsized vessels. Archon Reince
Priebus introduced the Award recipients,
saying, “You didn’t do what you did to be
nominated for the Nobel Peace Prize, or to
receive this Award. You did it because it was
right” Not only have the fishermen of the
Greek islands, Lesbos being the closest to
Turkish shores, saved thousands of refugees,
but islanders have opened their homes, their
hospitals, their schools, and their pantries to
the flood of refugees. The crisis has strained

the infrastructure of the islands but also pro-
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vided an opportunity for the fishermen and
their families to demonstrate the Gospel in
action, as National Commander Limberakis
said, “[in] the martyria of simple fishermen
and a humble yiayia, we behold the best of
the Christian and Hellenic ideals: philotimo,
philanthropia and philoxenia. As too many in
the world turned a blind eye to the six million
Syrians who have had to flee their homeland,
our fellow Hellenes opened their eyes, their
arms, and their hearts to the plight of their
fellow human beings” Archbishop Deme-
trios praised the fishermen, stating, “These
people have loved the refugees more than
themselves... We bow down before this type
of love, heroism, and offering to humanity.”

Upon receiving the Athenagoras Human Ri-

ghts Award, Mr. Valamios’ comments were
brief and heartfelt. Of his heroic acts and

those of his compatriots, he said, “Every per-
son in the world is entitled to the same res-

pect and help when they are in need. | think
we did the least amount possible of what
could have been done for these people.” 3§
