n this exclusive interview

with the National

Herald, Dr. Anthony J.
Limberakis, the National
Commander of the Order of
Saint Andrew the Apostle,
Archons of the Ecumenical
Patriarchate and chair of
the Ecumenical Patriarch
Bartholomew Foundation,
explains the mission of
the Ecumenical Patriarch
Bartholomew Foundation,
the circumstances of its
founding, the vital need it
addresses, and why every
Greek Orthodox Christian
should support it. This
illuminating and informative
interview provides a concise
explanation of the crucial
importance of this new
initiative.

The National Herald: Dr. Limberakis,
tell us about the Ecumenical Patriarch
Bartholomew Foundation.

Dr. Limberakis: | have been looking
forward to answering that question for
almost 20 years! Thanks you so much Mr.
Kalmoukos for the opportunity to do so!

A patriarchal foundation exclusively
dedicated to fortify the financial under-
pinnings of the Ecumenical Patriarchate,
the Spiritual Center of World Orthodoxy,
has been the desire of many individu-
als for decades: Ecumenical Patriarch
Bartholomew himself, Archbishop
Elpidophoros even as a deacon, Fr. Alex
Karloutsos and many Archons. In fact,
it has been my dream to initiate this
ever since my appointment as National
Commander in 1998 because the
Ecumenical Patriarchate has never had a
reliable and consistent charitable founda-
tion or endowment to fund its worldwide
ministries, as do all other major faiths.
However, over the years the Order pri-
oritized addressing the existential threat
of the egregious Religious Freedom
deficit asphyxiating the Mother Church
and our efforts were concentrated in that
threatening realm. Nevertheless, in May
2018 | established a formal committee
of the National Council of the Order of
St. Andrew chaired by Archon George
E. Safiol and co-chaired by Archon John
A. Catsimatidis and Michael G. Psaros
to seek the ways and means to estab-
lish a formal Patriarchal Foundation. The
original committee was comprised of the
Officers of the Order (Vice Commander
John Halecky, Jr., National Secretary Hon.
B. Theodore Bozonelis and National
Treasurer Peter J. Skeadas) and Archons
Tom Constance, Peter Kakoyiannis and
Chris Stratakis who all had expertise in
various fields: legal, financial and busi-

ness. Spiritual guidance was offered by
Fr. Alex, the Order's Spiritual Advisor,
who actively participated in all the com-
mittee meetings, many of which were
held in the board room of the company
of Archon John A. Catsimatidis, the
Order's Chair of the Religious Freedom
Committee. These monthly committee
meetings were detailed, substantive,
and comprehensive.

When Fr. Alex and Presbytera Xanthi
Karloutsos were selected to receive the
2018 Athenagoras Human Rights Award,
the National Council voted to earmark
all donations that would be raised
from that event for the exclusive use of
the Ecumenical Patriarchate, an event
which raised a record $1.4 million and
it was these monies which in essence
established the initial funding of the
Foundation. This milestone Athenagoras
Human Rights Award Banquet was at-
tended by individuals from around
the world, including His Eminence
Metropolitan Emmanuel of France (and
now Geron of Chalcedon) and former
Vice President and now President
Joe Biden. By January 28, 2019 the
Foundation was formally incorporated
as a charitable entity in the State of New
York, with our subsequent application to
the IRS as a 501¢3 application approved
on August 26, 2020.

The election of His Eminence
Elpidophoros of America on May 11,
2019 and his enthronement in New
York City on June 22, 2019 assured
the success of the Foundation. His
Eminence is a true son of the Ecumenical
Patriarchate, having spent his entire
ecclesiastical life at the Phanar first as
deacon, then as priest-monk, then as
Metropolitan of Bursa, and finally as
Abbot of the Holy Trinity Monastery on
Halki (founded by St. Photios the Great

in the 9th century) and Dean of the Halki
School of Theology, which has been forc-
ibly closed by the Turkish government
for 50 years. His Eminence Archbishop
Elpidophoros is the official representa-
tive of the Ecumenical Patriarch and is a
voting member of the Board of Trustees.

The initial name of the Foundation was
the St. Andrew Ecumenical Patriarchal
Fund but it was later changed by the
Board of Trustees to the Ecumenical
Patriarch Bartholomew Foundation, as
a lasting tribute to His All-Holiness
Bartholomew, the longest serving
Ecumenical Patriarch, Archbishop of
Constantinople-New Rome in history.
In fact, the central
Foundation's logo is the official ecclesias-
tical logo of His All-Holiness Ecumenical
Patriarch Bartholomew; so in 50 or 100
years, when the Foundation has hun-
dreds of millions of dollars, the oikumene
will always be reminded of the extraordi-
nary and historic legacy of Bartholomew,
in perpetuity.

When the organizing committee was
deliberating on the various details of the
Foundation, the members all felt strongly

TNH: Why the delay of establishing such
a Foundation? Don't you think it should
have been established decades ago?

Dr. Limberakis: As much as there was a
real necessity to establish a Patriarchal
Foundation, the timing was never perfect,
and it was put off while the Order was
fighting in hand-to-hand combat for
Religious Freedom for the Mother church
here in the United States and overseas,
as the lack of religious freedom was an
existential threat to the Ecumenical
Patriarchate and required urgent and
immediate attention. Never forget the
substantive and numerous initiatives of
the Order:

1. 50 State Religious Freedom
Resolution Project (Chaired by
Archon  Stephen  Georgeson,
Atlanta)

2. White House, State Department,
Congressional, US Commission on
International Religious Freedom

So you see, Mr. Kalmoukos, the Archons
have been fighting around the world and
here in the United States for the religious
freedom of the Ecumenical Patriarchate
and now we have just begun to fight for
its FINANCIAL FREEDOM!

TNH: How much money do you antici-
pate to raise and in what timeframe?
And | understand the response in
these few weeks since the announce-
ment of the Foundation has been very
encouraging. How much money has
been raised thus far and by how many
participants?

Dr. Limberakis: In the few short
weeks after sending out our fundrais-
ing brochures and pledge cards, we
have raised $6.75Million, a remarkable
feat which includes the extraordinary
$1,458,000 direct contribution from the
Order of St. Andrew, the vast prepon-
derance of which was raised during
the 2018 Athenagoras Human Rights
Award Banquet honoring Fr. Alexander
Karloutsos and Presbytera Xanthi and
the $1,000,000 Matching Grant from the
Nicholas J. and Anna K. Foundation. The
Order of St. Andrew is designated as
the FOUNDING BENEFACTOR and a
FOUNDING MEMBER of the Foundation,
along with 46 FOUNDING MEMBERS, as
of April 10, 2021.

Ultimately, it is our dream and our as-
piration as a Board of Trustees to raise
$30,000,000 by the end of the year in
honor of the unparalleled 30-year min-
istry of His All-Holiness Ecumenical
Patriarch Bartholomew.



The Vital Need

TNH: Can you please explain to the
average Greek-American why it is
important to support this Foundation?

Dr.  Limberakis:  The  Ecumenical
Patriarchate of Constantinople is the
Mother Church of the One Holy Catholic
and Apostolic Church, the Orthodox
Christian Church, that is the Original
Christian Church, unchanged for two
millennia due to the vigilance and lead-
ership of the Ecumenical Patriarchate.
From the Ecumenical Patriarchate and
the Ecumenical Patriarch who holds the
status of primus inter pares (first among
equals) world Orthodoxy receives
guidance and inspiration through His
All-Holiness  Bartholomew's  Martyria
and Diakonia. His All-Holiness seeks
peace and reconciliation among all
peoples, advocates the preservation
and sanctity of God's Creations, the en-
vironment, seeks common ground and
dialogue with the Roman Catholics and
other Christian denominations, speaks
urgently against the heinous human
trafficking that confronts the world's
innocent victims and granted religious
independence to the Orthodox Faithful
of Ukraine when he issued their Tomos of
Autocephaly on January 5, 2019.

He has held several
other leadership positions at Pfizer, including Chief Operating Officer
and Group President of Pfizer Innovative Health which included the
Consumer Healthcare, Inflammation & Immunology, Internal Medicine,

Oncology, Rare Disease and Vaccines business groups. He also created
the Patient and Health Impact group, dedicated to increasing patient
access, demonstrating the value of Pfizer's medicines, and business
model innovation. He is a Doctor of Veterinary Medicine and holds a
Ph.D. in the Biotechnology of Reproduction from the Veterinary School
of Aristotle University.

A Joint Message for the

PROTECTION
of CREATION

For the first time in the two-thousand-year history of Christianity, the

Ecumenical Patriarch of Constantinople, the Pope of Rome, and the

Archbishop of Canterbury have issued a joint statement. On September 1, His

All-Holiness Ecumenical Patriarch Bartholomew, His Holiness Pope Francis,

and His Eminence Archbishop Justin Welby of Canterbury published this

"Joint Message for the Protection of Creation," calling for urgent action to deal

with the worldwide crisis of climate change and environmental degradation. Explaining with pastoral urgency

the lessons of Scripture, they issue an urgent call for an effective collective response to this global threat.

or more than a year, we have all ex-
perienced the devastating effects

of a global pandemic—all of us,
whether poor or wealthy, weak

or strong. Some were more protected or
vulnerable than others, but the rapidly-
spreading infection meant that we have
depended on each other in our efforts to
stay safe. We realised that, in facing this
worldwide calamity, no one is safe until
everyone is safe, that our actions really
do affect one another, and that what we
do today affects what happens tomorrow.
These are not new lessons, but we
have had to face them anew. May we not
waste this moment. We must decide what
kind of world we want to leave to future
generations. God mandates: ‘Choose life,
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so that you and your children might live’
(Dt 30:19). We must choose to live differ-
ently; we must choose life.

September is celebrated by many
Christians as the Season of Creation, an
opportunity to pray and care for God's
creation. As world leaders prepare to
meet in November at Glasgow to delib-
erate on the future of our planet, we pray
for them and consider what the choices
we must all make. Accordingly, as leaders
of our Churches, we call on everyone,
whatever their belief or worldview, to en-
deavour to listen to the cry of the earth
and of people who are poor, examining
their behaviour and pledging meaningful
sacrifices for the sake of the earth which
God has given us.

The Importance of Sustainability

In our common Christian tradition, the
Scriptures and the Saints provide illumi-
nating perspectives for comprehending
both the realities of the present and the
promise of something larger than what
we see in the moment. The concept of
stewardship—of individual and collec-
tive responsibility for our God-given
endowment—presents a vital starting-
point for social, economic and envi-
ronmental sustainability. In the New
Testament, we read of the rich and foolish
man who stores great wealth of grain
while forgetting about his finite end (Lk
12.13-21). We learn of the prodigal son
who takes his inheritance early, only to
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squander it and end up hungry (Lk 15.11-
32). We are cautioned against adopting
short term and seemingly inexpensive
options of building on sand, instead of
building on rock for our common home
to withstand storms (Mt 7.24-27). These
stories invite us to adopt a broader
outlook and recognise our place in the
extended story of humanity.

But we have taken the opposite di-
rection. We have maximised our own
interest at the expense of future gen-
erations. By concentrating on our wealth,
we find that long-term assets, including
the bounty of nature, are depleted for
short-term advantage. Technology has
unfolded new possibilities for progress
but also for accumulating unrestrained
wealth, and many of us behave in ways
which demonstrate little concern for
other people or the limits of the planet.
Nature is resilient, yet delicate. We are
already witnessing the consequences of
our refusal to protect and preserve it (Gn
2.15). Now, in this moment, we have an
opportunity to repent, to turn around in
resolve, to head in the opposite direc-
tion. We must pursue generosity and fair-
ness in the ways that we live, work and

use money, instead of selfish gain.

The Impact on People Living
with Poverty

The current climate crisis speaks volumes
about who we are and how we view and
treat God's creation. We stand before
a harsh justice: biodiversity loss, en-
vironmental degradation and climate
change are the inevitable consequences
of our actions, since we have greedily
consumed more of the earth’s resources
than the planet can endure. But we also
face a profound injustice: the people
bearing the most catastrophic conse-
quences of these abuses are the poorest
on the planet and have been the least
responsible for causing them. We serve
a God of justice, who delights in creation
and creates every person in God's image,
but also hears the cry of people who are
poor. Accordingly, there is an innate call
within us to respond with anguish when
we see such devastating injustice.

Today, we are paying the price. The

extreme weather and natural disasters
of recent months reveal afresh to us with
great force and at great human cost that
climate change is not only a future chal-
lenge, but an immediate and urgent
matter of survival. Widespread floods,
fires and droughts threaten entire con-
tinents. Sea levels rise, forcing whole
communities to relocate; cyclones dev-
astate entire regions, ruining lives and
livelihoods. Water has become scarce
and food supplies insecure, causing
conflict and displacement for millions
of people. We have already seen this in
places where people rely on small scale
agricultural holdings. Today we see it in
more industrialised countries where even
sophisticated infrastructure cannot com-
pletely prevent extraordinary destruction.

Tomorrow could be worse. Today's
children and teenagers will face cata-
strophic consequences unless we take re-
sponsibility now, as ‘fellow workers with
God' (Gn 2.4-7), to sustain our world. We
frequently hear from young people who
understand that their futures are under
threat. For their sake, we must choose
to eat, travel, spend, invest and live dif-
ferently, thinking not only of immediate
interest and gains but also of future ben-
efits. We repent of our generation’s sins.
We stand alongside our younger sisters
and brothers throughout the world in
committed prayer and dedicated action
for a future which corresponds ever more
to the promises of God.

The Imperative of Cooperation

Over the course of the pandemic, we
have learned how vulnerable we are.
Our social systems frayed, and we found
that we cannot control everything. We
must acknowledge that the ways we
use money and organize our societies
have not benefited everyone. We find
ourselves weak and anxious, submersed
in a series of crises; health, environmen-
tal, food, economic and social, which are
all deeply interconnected.

These crises present us with a choice.
We are in a unique position either to
address them with shortsightedness and
profiteering or seize this as an opportu-
nity for conversion and transformation.
If we think of humanity as a family and

work together towards a future based
on the common good, we could find
ourselves living in a very different world.
Together we can share a vision for life
where everyone flourishes. Together we
can choose to act with love, justice and
mercy. Together we can walk towards a
fairer and fulfilling society with those who
are most vulnerable at the centre.

But this involves making changes.
Each of us, individually, must take respon-
sibility for the ways we use our resources.
This path requires an ever-closer collabo-
ration among all churches in their com-
mitment to care for creation. Together,
as communities, churches, cities and
nations, we must change route and dis-
cover new ways of working together
to break down the traditional barriers
between peoples, to stop competing for
resources and start collaborating.

To those with more far-reaching re-
sponsibilities—heading administrations,
running companies, employing people or
investing funds—we say: choose people-
centred profits; make short-term sacrific-
es to safeguard all our futures; become
leaders in the transition to just and sus-
tainable economies. "To whom much is
given, much is required.” (Lk 12:48)

This is the first time that the three of
us feel compelled to address together
the urgency of environmental sustain-
ability, its impact on persistent poverty,
and the importance of global coopera-
tion. Together, on behalf of our commu-
nities, we appeal to the heart and mind
of every Christian, every believer and
every person of good will. We pray for
our leaders who will gather in Glasgow
to decide the future of our planet and
its people. Again, we recall Scripture:
choose life, so that you and your chil-
dren may live’ (Dt 30:19). Choosing life
means making sacrifices and exercising
self-restraint.

All of us—whoever and wherever we
are—can play a part in changing our col-
lective response to the unprecedented
threat of climate change and environ-
mental degradation.

Caring for God's creation is a spiritual
commission requiring a response of com-
mitment. This is a critical moment. Our
children’s future and the future of our
common home depend on it.

he Theological School of Halki was closed on July 29, 1971, making the training of clergy

for the Ecumenical Patriarchate extremely difficult, and imperiling its administrative

functioning and future. On the fiftieth anniversary of this unjust closure, the U.S. State

Department has issued the following call to the Turkish government to respect the
freedom of religion and allow for the seminary's reopening. The Order of Saint Andrew the
Apostle, Archons of the Ecumenical Patriarchate, urgently hopes that the Turkish authorities
will heed this call.

Press Statement by Ned Price, Department Spokeperson on the 50th Anniversary of the Closing of Halki Seminary

Today [JULY 29, 2021] marks 50 years since the Turkish Constitutional Court ruled
that all institutions of higher education must either nationalize or close, resulting
in the closure of the Theological School of Halki, a seminary of the Ecumenical
Patriarchate of the Eastern Orthodox Church. The Halki Seminary had operated
for 127 years, and its closing deprived the Ecumenical Patriarchate of a training
school for Orthodox clergy in Turkey, its home for 1,690 years. Since Halki’s
closure, those wishing to become Orthodox clergy have been forced to go
abroad for their training.

The United States continues to urge the Turkish government to respect the
right to freedom of religion or belief as enshrined in the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights, and allow the reopening of the Halki Seminary. Moreover, we
call upon the government of Turkey to allow all religious groups to again train their
clergy within the country.
