Who We Are
· Archons of the Ecumenical Patriarchate.
· Our mission: To protect and defend religious freedom for all, especially for the Ecumenical Patriarchate — spiritual center for 300+ million Orthodox Christians.

Key Challenges Facing the Ecumenical Patriarchate
Five Key Issues
1. No Legal Identity in Turkey
· In Turkish law, the Ecumenical Patriarchate does not exist.
2. Government Interference in Patriarchal Election
· Patriarch must be a Turkish citizen; government approval required — violating Apostolic succession.
3. Closure of Halki Seminary
· Closed since 1971; no local training for clergy.
· Gradual “asphyxiation” of the Church in Turkey.
· Hope remains due to recent discussions to reopen it.
4. Loss of Property Rights
· Cannot own, inherit, or pass on property.
· From 8000 properties in 1936 to less than 500 today.
5. Non-recognition of “Ecumenical” Status
· Turkish authorities deny use of title “Ecumenical.”
· Recognized globally since the 6th century.

Core Focus: Property Loss and Legal Identity
· Property rights are critical to the Church's survival.
· Even churches cannot be legally owned by the Patriarchate.
· Loss includes monasteries, schools, hospitals, and more.
Example: Orphanage on Prinkipos
· Ecumenical Patriarchate held deed since 1902.
· Only regained due to European Court ruling.
· Property returned in dilapidated condition.

Sacred Relics and Legal Paradox
· 2004: Pope John Paul II returned relics of Saints John Chrysostom & Gregory Nazianzen.
· Symbolic gesture toward unity with Orthodox Church.
· Technically handed to Turkish government due to lack of legal recognition.
· These relics, housed at the Patriarchal Church of St. George, legally belong to the Turkish state.
· The government could seize them at any time without legal recourse.

Additional Consequences of No Legal Identity
· Difficulty for non-Turkish priests to obtain visas/work permits.
· Many forced to leave every 3 months to renew tourist visas.
· Operational disruptions and staffing challenges.

What Can Be Done
· The Patriarchate is vulnerable without legal status.
· International pressure (e.g., from European Court of Human Rights, UN) is vital.
· Financial support needed:
· Ecumenical Patriarch Bartholomew Foundation: established by Archons to ensure financial stability.
· Call to Action:
· Pray regularly for the Ecumenical Patriarchate and Christians of Constantinople.
· Consider donating to support its continued existence.
